MEDICINAL PLANTS EXHIBITION IN THANE FROM 25TH TO 27TH February

and ‘BHAGAVATI HIGH SCHOOL, THANE shall be jointly organizing a ‘Medicinal Plants Exhibition’ in Thane during the period from Saturday, 25th to Monday, 27th February 2012 (both days inclusive). About 200 potted medicinal plants propagated by Hariyali at its nursery in Mulund (East) shall be on display on the ground floor of Bhagavati High School, Vishnunagar, Naupada, Thane (West). It would be inaugurated at 4.00 p.m. on Saturday and shall be open for the visitors upto 8.00 p.m. on that day. On Sunday and Monday it would be open from 08.00 a.m. to 08.00 p.m. in the evening.

Moreover, Hariyali has also published a booklet giving such info and the same shall be gifted to donors and persons enrolling as new members of Hariyali during the period of exhibition. 


This would be the third exhibition of its type to be organized by Hariyali, the first two having been held in Mulund during last two years. Thousands of visitors had thronged the exhibition at Mulund and the organizers are confident that the citizens of Thane shall avail of this opportunity to know the medicinal plants in their surroundings. 


The organizers have also arranged for a free health check up and recommend Ayurvedic therapy based on the plants to the needy people on Sunday, during 10.00 a.m. to 1.00 p.m. 

An outstanding feature of the exhibition shall be total volunteering and management of the venue of the exhibition by the students of 8th & 9th standards of Bhagavati Vidyalya as a part of its environmental activities. 


Hariyali has also made plans for propagation of these plants over a large area as part of its forest development project in the outskirts of Thane off N.H. No. 3. 
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
